Dear All,


Many of you will have already heard of the Soul in the City mission which is set to bring the message of Jesus to London this Summer. The mission will take place over two weeks with thousands of young people from all over the UK coming to London in order to serve the city. Soul in the City is being overseen by Soul Survivor (the Christian youth organisation from whom the likes of Matt Redman and Tim Hughes have come), who are coordinating the efforts of churches across the denominations all over the city. Delegates coming to join the mission will stay in tent villages around the city. The basic structure of a Soul in the City day is as follows:

MORNING: 

Praise and worship and teaching will begin at 10ish (with optional Mass 
beforehand)
AFTERNOON: 
Local outreach helping a church on their project.
EVENING: 

Local celebrations with evangelistic talks from J John and live music  

The afternoon outreaches are being coordinated by the local churches and aim to show the love of God to their communities through service. The mission delegates will be coming to do activities like, tidying gardens for the elderly, washing cars, running children’s holiday and sports clubs, turning wastelands into parks, and through a variety of other ways delegates will be witnessing to God’s unconditional love. The idea is that some of the contacts made through this social outreach will come along to evening meetings to hear the Gospel message more explicitly. The climax to the mission will be a massive 18,000 strong worship session in Trafalgar Square on August 7th: the message of Jesus will be heard down Whitehall, the Mall and Buckingham Palace, and up Charing Cross reaching Leicester Square!

We at Sion really want to get as many young Catholics as possible involved in this great opportunity to evangelise our nation’s capital city and so we are going to be taking delegates along to the event during Week B, the 2nd to the 6th of August.  This means that we will be stay on an extra night in our tent village so as to join the bash in Trafalgar Square on the Saturday evening!

This is an awesome opportunity to be involved in the biggest Christian mission London has ever seen and promises not only to be a time to bring Jesus to others but also, though storming praise and worship sessions, to be fed and encouraged through fellowship with loads of other young Christians. The cost of booking onto the conference is £75 and you need to be over the age of 13, so it is 14s and upwards. If you are 21+ and have some leadership experience, there are also opportunities to be a Small Team Leader during the week i.e. being responsible for a small group of delegates during their afternoon outreach, encouraging, overseeing and generally supporting them in their project.

Dinner will be provided free of charge in the evening, but we need to buy our own lunch and breakfast. Packed lunches will be available for £2 in the tent villages and we will be picking up some breakfast food. You will need to bring a tenor or so for lunch over the week and we need £7 from you in advance so that we can get breakfast food for us all!

If you are going to find it hard to shell out £75 yourself, it is worth approaching your parish or Chaplaincy to see if they can give you any help. Another good idea is undertaking some fundraising e.g. a sponsored work, or selling some homemade cakes after Mass on Sundays.
