KIT aims:

- to keep in touch with all local Catholics, whether 
  or not they go to church, especially through   
  home visiting

- to offer those who wish an opportunity to explore 
  today’s Church in small, lay-led groups of up to 
  10 people, for 7-8 weeks.

Steps:  
1.  Find and form a KIT team, through parish 
          records and personal contact; formation 
          takes about 6 weeks 

2.  Involve the parish in reaching out, through 

 prayer,  publicity  and personal contact 

3. Home visiting: the team sends each person to be visited a letter from the parish priest, warning them of the visit and offering them the opportunity to refuse if they choose.  They go out in two’s after preparing what to take, what to say and obtaining CRB checks
4.  Small group meetings, where church 
     going and non church-going Catholics can 
     ask questions, deal with difficulties and 
     learn about today’s Church, in a friendly 
     and informal atmosphere, without 
     commitment.
