MARYVALE INSTITUTE specialises in part-time, distance learning courses in Theology, Philosophy, Religious Education, Catechesis and Evangelisation. The Institute is now offering an accredited course specifically concerned with Evangelisation and Ministry.  
This course serves parish group leaders and those in parish ministry; teachers, catechists, and parents; community leaders and members; youth-workers, and those involved in family ministry and ministering to the sick. Tuition is given via a carefully developed, parish-based distance-learning method together with short residential schools. In this way the course provides learning opportunities for:
· fostering the love for Christ and his Church which underpins all ministry
· becoming equipped with the skills and understanding needed for ministry 
· responding to the call to holiness and the new evangelisation

· developing in a spiritual life and in prayer
Why distance learning?

Parish-based distance-learning allows students to study in their own locality with tutor support. and the short residential schools give the opportunity to meet others who are also training for ministry. Students are supported by specialist course materials carefully tailored to their needs.
Certificate and Diploma
The course can be followed for either a Certificate (GCSE equivalent) or a Diploma (A-level equivalent), depending upon which skills you wish to develop and what kind of responsibilities you have, or might have, in your particular field of interest. 
Course structure
Both the Certificate and the Diploma are part-time. Three modules are completed during the course of a year. Those taking the course attend an opening study day and an overnight residential. 
Course Content
The first module, Foundations for Evangelisation and Ministry, forms the heart of the course.  The aim of this core module is to communicate the vision which the Church has for evangelisation and ministry, and in particular to understand why a new evangelisation is so important in the new millennium. 
After this compulsory module, each student chooses one of the following four pathways (each one comprising two modules):

· Family evangelisation and ministry, 

· Youth evangelisation and ministry, 
· Parish evangelisation and ministry, 
· Evangelisation and ministry for the sick.  
Family Evangelisation and Ministry 
The aim of this pathway is to deepen the student’s awareness of the foundational importance of the family in the life of the individual, the community and the Church and to offer the opportunity to develop the understanding and skills of family evangelisation and ministry at home (Certificate level) and in the parish (Diploma level).

Youth Evangelisation and Ministry
This pathway is for all those working in parishes or dioceses, to meet the spiritual and human needs of youth in the Church today. It looks at the relationship between evangelisation and young people and explores effective ways of reaching young people with the Gospel message through Scripture, Church teaching and contemporary youth culture.  Reflection on each person’s faith journey will be encouraged and there will be a strong skills base to enable the student to communicate the Gospel effectively.
Parish Evangelisation and Ministry

If you belong to a parish group, such as a prayer group, liturgy group, the Society of St Vincent de Paul, the Legion of Mary, or Justice and Peace, this pathway is for you.  It is to help engage with the Pope’s call to the laity to take on the responsibility of our baptismal commitment – “Go therefore and make disciples…” (Mt 28:19).  It aims to deepen and expand personal faith in an enthusiastic and informed response  and to develop the skills necessary for spreading the Gospel message in the light of Scripture and Church teaching.
Ministry and Support to the Sick

The two modules of this pathway are of great value for Eucharistic ministers, lay chaplains in hospitals and anyone involved in ministry to the sick. The pathway looks at a wide range of issues including the meaning of suffering, sickness and death.  It also seeks to provide a solid background to those wishing to reflect upon their existing ministry to the sick or who are contemplating becoming involved in it.

The meaning of suffering and death is examined with reference to Scripture and recent Papal documents.  Students are encouraged to prepare prayerfully and carefully for visits and to be aware of their need for support in an often stressful setting.  The effect of our own experience of death and sickness is explored.
What do I need to start the course?

There are no admission requirements for either the Certificate or the Diploma, but each student will need to state the community in which their formation will take place.
