2. Give handbills [KIT manual p 33] describing the KIT programme – 

· To every parishioner, to give to people they know who don’t go to church 

· Leave plenty in church, esp. at Christmas, Easter and for Sacramental programmes, weddings and funerals  
· To schools – for parents’ meetings

· To catechists running Sacramental programmes

· To  presbytery and parish office for callers

3. Posters and adverts in school playground where parents meet children, in parish social centre, shops, local press, library

4. Parish website
5. Go through parish records, with priest and parish secretary noting any unknown names, or names of those we know who do not go to church.  Visit them and invite them to a KIT meeting if interested.
6. Update parish records with a census if needed

7. Mail drop – one parish posted a letter through every local household and found 300 Catholics not on parish records

8. Local churches’ Christmas card – insert a simple freepost card for them to return, telling us what faith they belong to.  

9. Personal contact.  The most effective outreach.
