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Pentecost Tube Line Mission Provides Platform For New Catholic Play
 
An innovative new play, written by an acclaimed Catholic writer, is being performed as part of a ‘Pentecost Mission’ which is being run close to ten stations on a London tube line. 
 
“Chased” is written by Martin O’Brien, performed by Ten Ten Theatre, and is a fast-moving short play which focuses on relationships and the challenges that young people face. The production forms part of an integrated Sex and Relationships Education programme, and as such, is also currently being performed in secondary schools across the UK.
 
On Pentecost weekend (9th – 11th May) the play will be performed at an event called the Pentecost Festival, which is an ecumenical mission aiming to provide non church-goers with an opportunity to find out more about the Christian faith. Activities are being put on at venues close to ten tube stations on the Northern Line between Camden and Waterloo in London. Ten Ten Theatre is collaborating with CASE (Catholic Agency to Support Evangelisation) to offer a Catholic contribution to this evangelistic event at the Arts Theatre in Soho.
 
Emily Davis from CASE said: ‘Pope John Paul II repeatedly called the Church to engage in a “New Evangelisation” which is new in ardour, means and expression. Members of the Ten Ten Theatre company have generously responded to this call by putting their gifts at the service of the Gospel. It’s a real privilege to be working alongside so many talented Christians to mark the Church’s birthday in this way.’
 
The Festival is spearheaded by Share Jesus International and the programme features over 100 free events in venues across London including cafes, bars and open spaces, offering music, comedy, sports, debate, film, food, social action, theatre, story-telling, ecology, dance and more. In addition to Ten Ten Theatre, also representing the Catholic community is the Gospel choir from St Patrick’s Catholic Church in Soho, which is performing on a stage in Leicester Square.
