Things to consider doing: what can our parish / family do to make the most of this evangelistic opportunity?
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1) Use or adapt the suggested newsletter insert provided on The Passion resources page on the CASE website.

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Consider inserting a new signature at the end of your e-mails to highlight the forthcoming series. One example would be: 

“16th – 23rd March, BBC One’s The Passion. What really did happen during the last week of Jesus’ earthly life? www.life4seekers.co.uk” 

You might also want to add the telephone number for your parish as follows: “If you’d like to explore the issues raised by the series, for a local contact and for information about the Holy Week and Easter services, please telephone St. (insert name) Catholic Church in (insert name) on (insert number).”
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Please consider creating a poster to signpost people to the Gospels and your Holy Week and Easter services. They could be distributed to parents at your local school or be put up in shop windows, with permission. You could download the BBC image provided and create your own poster as long as you follow the usage guidelines and feature a copyright credit to the BBC, such as ‘Joseph Mawle as Jesus ©  BBC’.
